Town-Sponsored Trash Pickup Program
General Information

Please keep this sheet as it contains important information regarding the
Town-Sponsored Trash Pickup Program.

The Town of Sharon offers free town-sponsored trash pickup for qualified residents.
Applications will be reviewed in order of receipt by the Town of Sharon and are subject to available
funding each fiscal year. Applications will not be considered complete unless all necessary financial
information and documentation of disability, if applicable, is received.

Eligibility Requirements
 Residents must be at least 60 years of age and demonstrate financial need as follows:

single person:   income not greater than $43,491 / year
two people:     income not greater than $56,872 / year

 Applicants under age 60 must be disabled (the enclosed Physician Statement must be
returned with the application) and must meet the household income limits listed above.

 Verification of gross income from all sources (i.e., employment, social security, IRA/other,
interest income, etc.) must be attached (examples: social security payments, bank statement
with direct deposits, pages 1 & 2 of 2014 federal income tax return, etc.).

Application Procedure
 Application and required documentation should be returned to the Sharon Council on Aging,

219 Massapoag Avenue, Sharon.

 Completed applications will be reviewed by the Council on Aging.

 Notification of acceptance or denial into program will be sent from the Council on Aging.

 Residents receiving this service in fiscal 2015 (July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015) must reapply for
service in fiscal 2016 (July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2016).

General Information
 Applications for this service may be submitted quarterly; however all applications are subject to

available funding.

October 1, 2015 September 1, 2015
January 1, 2016 December 1, 2015
April 1, 2016 March 1, 2016

 All residents must be able to have trash at curbside for pickup.
