Meeting started at 7:48pm
7:45 PM – Jeffrin Daniels, Eagle Scout Project at Sandy Ridge Trail

Daniels explained that he is working with Buermann of Friends of Conservation to clean up the trail along Sandy Ridge. This trail encompasses approximately .8miles. His project will consist of clearing the trail of branches and logs that have accumulated overtime. He also plans on placing about 100 blazes (trail markers) along the trail as well as placing two large heavy duty (aluminum) signs at the beginning and end of the trail. Currently, the opening of the Sandy Ridge trail cannot be seen. There is a kettle hole located near the trail which attracts many birds and has some fish, but proposed work on the trail will not be near this location.  Sandy Ridge trail is partly on Town owned conservation land, and partly on Audubon land.  Daniels should also inform Audubon of his plans to clear the trail. He should also reach out to the Friends of Conservation for funding. Commission appreciates all the work the boy scouts have done in maintaining trails around town. Daniels should notify the office when he is ready to begin the project.

8:00 PM – Discussion: Open Space

Arguimbau met will Hillegas regarding using survey monkey.  Hillegas will check to see if there is a fee to use.  He will also put a link for the survey on the town website, as well as the recreation and Commission websites. In addition, Sharon TV should be provided a URL link to the survey for airing. Hardcopies of the survey should be left at the Library, Council of Aging, Post Office, Eastern Bank, Sharon Credit Union and Town Hall.

An introduction to the survey should include that completion of the survey should take approximately five minutes. 

Deadline for survey completion is December 1.  The Commission should finalize the survey at its next Commission meeting on October 19, with the survey going live by October 20. Town meeting is in early November.  Conservation should have a table with hardcopies of the survey to pass out.  Possibly have a poster as well about the survey. 

Other ways to publicize include: electronic signs, sandwich boards.
