Rules & Regulations (R&R)

At this point all members have had a chance to review the updated language.  Arguimbau has forwarded the R&R to K. Connelly for review. A public meeting notice on the revised Bylaws and R&R needs to be published in local paper for 2 weeks prior to scheduled open meeting. To include in the public meeting notice: where copies of the revised Bylaw and R&R are available for review.  Copies will be available to the public at the Community Center near the downstairs bulletin board, the DPW, Town Hall, Library and the Post Office.  A notice should be left on the board downstairs of the Community Center. Copies should be left for review 2 weeks prior to October 29th meeting.  

Correspondence received by the Commission: lake update from Rob McGrath of the Lake Advisory Committee.  McGrath has been taking pH and DO readings. His report can be found on file at the Commissions office. 

Arguimbau met with McGrath over the weekend to remove Fanwort found at the far corner of the lake near the Community Center.  They removed approximately 100 pounds.  There is still a lot of Fanwort left in the lake.  It is easy to get to, however the sediment around the area is very bad. 

Correspondence to the Commission:

On October 1st the Commission received a letter from Kyla Bennet of the New England PEER group asking for the Commission to look at the land details of the Brickstone Agreement letter.  The letter will be put on the October 15th agenda for discussion.

At the recent Board of Selectman meeting, Eric Hooper, DPW Superintendent mentioned a grant his department was working on from UMass Dartmouth and regarding information about the lake and its management practices.  Arguimbau mentioned that she would be interested in seeing the grant materials prior to its submittal to UMass.  Perhaps this should be discussed at the Water Management meeting or the Lake Review Committee. 

Arguimbau spoke with Peter O’Cain, Town Engineer, about the dam situation as neighbors of the dam phoned Arguimbau.  O’Cain explained that he is waiting for the design from GZA. Once it is received he will meet with both the Commission as well as the historical society.  There will be no construction performed in 2015 as the DPW has been granted an extension on the project. 

Pond on North Main Street.  It would seem that the boards may be shot as there is practically no water.  Currently the pond seems choked with weeds.  A request for new boards should be made.
